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Kagawa Prefectural Higashiyama Kaii Setouchi Art Museum

painters. In recognition of the fact that Kaii’'s grandfather was from an island in Kagawa, the
Higashiyama family donated some of Kaii’'s works to Kagawa Prefecture, and the museum opened in
2005. Throughout his extensive travels, Kaii painted serene and emotionally rich landscapes using
traditional Japanese painting techniques. Yoshio Taniguchi (1937-2024), the designer of the
museum building, was a world-renowned architect. This museum is a cozy and charming place where
you can enjoy taking in both wonderful art and beautiful scenery.
